Impacts of Synod 24 decision on your congregation: According to the Acts of Synod, and the Q+A
that was sent from the CRC office, Synod made several major decisions. These are having and un-
doubtedly will have profound impacts on your congregation’s ministry, as well as that of other
churches in your classis. Already, churches are experiencing concerns in recruiting office bearers;
concerns in young persons’ decisions to profess their faith, concerns about recruiting church visi-
tors, concerns about funding local congregational and classical ministries.

These are Synodical decisions that are impacting the day-to-day functioning and hopes of
congregations.
